Candidates from other Boards will be considered only in case there is shortage of applications as
mentioned above in any discipline.
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Candidates who have already undergone or are currently undergoing Apprenticeship training
under Apprentices Act, 1961 and Amendment Act ,1973 or having one year or more experience

from any institution are not eligible to apply. Combining of apprenticeship with other institutions
is not permitted.
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Candidates pursuing sandwich course, private diploma, diploma through correspondence/
distance education, short term/ certificate courses, diploma in disciplines other than those listed
above etc. are not eligible to apply.
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Apprenticeship training of selected candidates will be registered under the Apprentices Act, 1961
and Amendment act of 1973; for which they should execute a contract in the NATS portal
immediately after induction for training.
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Mere completion of one year Apprenticeship training in Vikram Sarabhai Space Centre or any
other Centres/Units of Indian Space Research Organisation/Department of Space will not confer
any right for permanent employment in any of the ISRO Centres/Units. Canteen and transport
facilities are admissible during the period of fraining and the candidate has to arrange facility for
accommodation of his/her own.
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No interim Correspondence will be entertained. Canvassing in any form will be a disqualification.
